Nursing Council compulsorily. Shall have basic infrastructure as prescribed by the
Rajiv Gandhi University of Health Sciences, Karnataka Nursing Council and Indian
Mursing Council.

{3) Admission of students shall be made only after procuring approval of Indian Nursing
Council as per Section 13 of Indian Nursing Council Act 1947,

(4) Admissions shall be made as per the limits prescribed by the Indian Nursing Council
Act 1947 Scction 13, Admission of students in excess should not be made for any
PESI.

(3) Deficiencies pointed out by the Local Inguiry Commitiee shall be fulfilled
immediately.

(6) Shall heve own hospital as per the guidelines of the Indian Nursing Council within a
time limit of 5 years. 1f not, affiliation of the college will be withdrawn.

(7) Shall follow the directions and orders issued by the state government from time to

(9) No financial facility / aid of any kind will be given to the above said college. This is
subjected to the permanent unaided condition.

(10} Admission of students shall not be made without procuring permission from Indian
Nursing Council, as per Section 13 of Indian Nursing Council Act, 1947 also
excess admission shall not be made violating the admission limit prescribed by the
Indian Nursing Council for any reason. Violation of this will lead to the initiation of
coiminal proceedings as per the Prohibition of Admission of Students 1o
Unrecognized and Unapproved Educational Institutions of Karmataks, Kamataka
Government Act 1091,

3. Shall follow the rules and regulations of Indian Nursing Couneil, Kamataka
State Nursing Council and State Government, as and when it is released.
